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From the Youth Education Director

Back to school already? Where did the summer go? The staff, Rabbi Adam and | have been working
all summer to prepare for the first day of classes on September 11 and beyond.

Ours is a congregation that does not rest on its successes—we are constantly striving to reassess
and rejuvenate our programs. This past year the staff and Youth Education Committee have been
conducting our first comprehensive curriculum review. This summer we finalized new vision and
mission statements for the school and a curriculum map detailing content areas by grade level. We
have also identified a list of key concepts through which we teach the content areas—concepts
such as methodologies of knowledge, critical thinking, the evolution of Judaism and Jewish culture,
humanistic philosophy, community, Jewish identity, autonomy and responsibility, and community
service. Teachers use these “lenses” as they create and review their lesson plans. The next step in
this process will be creating the second layer of the curriculum map, generating learning objectives

within the content areas for each grade level.

In order to strengthen our sense of community in all-school programming and educate families
(children and adults), we are continuing our series of Jewish culture programs. Three times this
year, students and their families will come together at the end of a school day to enjoy and learn
about Jewish music, Jewish food, and Israeli culture. Our first program is next month, a
performance by the Kol Hadash Choir on October 30. Watch for more program dates in upcoming

issues of the Shofar and in the school calendar.

Many of you know that Irene Chase joined our school staff this year as our new 2"%/3"-grade
teacher. Irene has been a long-time substitute teacher and parent assistant in Sunday School as
well as the former administrator for Kol Hadash. She brings a variety of experiences to the
classroom—her education as a youth in a secular Jewish school, many years of service on the Youth
Education Committee (including co-chair), parenting three students in our school, and working as a

substitute teacher in the public school system.

Aleya Schwartz returns as our Youth Group Advisor and will also lead the Parent/Tot class this
year. Aley was confirmed at Kol Hadash, a classroom aide, a leading member of our Youth Group,
and a teen representative to the Society for Humanistic Judaism. She is entering her final year at
Elmhurst College as a Music Education major with a tentative double major in child behavioral
analysis and a double minor in theatre and dance. Aley will no doubt bring to the Parent/Tot class
the energy and enthusiasm she has brought to the Youth Group. Many thanks to AJ Chalom for

establishing the Parent/Tot class and leading it since 2007.

It promises to be an exciting new year. | hope to see you at our school picnic on August 28, at
the first day of Sunday School on September 11, and at High Holidays services later this month.

MEET
MARGIE MARCUS

When Margie Marcus moved to Deerfield in 1960, she and
her husband joined a lay-led, Reform congregation that
eventually hired a young rabbi named Dan Friedman.
Margie “fell in love” with Rabbi Friedman and what he had
to say, and thus began her lifelong commitment to
Humanistic Judaism. Her daughter, Miriam, was Rabbi

= Friedman’s first baby-naming at Beth Or, and Rabbi
Friedman officiated at many other life cycle events for the family, including all three of her
children’s weddings.

Margie proudly turned 80 this past September. She lives in Chicago and still goes to work every
day at the Arthritis Foundation, where she has been the Health Promotions Coordinator for the past
23 years.

Four things that most people at Kol Hadash may not know about Margie:

1. After listening to a Bob Dylan record in 1969, Margie became completely obsessed with the
musician and felt she had to meet him. She flew to New York in January 1972, went to his home in
Greenwich Village, waited in the cold for him to come out of his house, and when he did, Margie
introduced herself and they talked for several minutes. Dylan told her that he enjoyed a letter that
Margie had written to him.

2. From 1979-1988, Margie was active on the Board of Directors
of the newly formed Steppenwolf Theater. Passionate about this
new theater group, she hosted subscription parties at her home at
which actors performed scenes, wrote their newsletters, was
chairperson for their 1984 Death of a Salesman opening night
benefit, among many other volunteer efforts. For her 80" birthday,
sixteen of the biggest names from the theater group sent tributes to
Margie that her daughter organized into a beautiful book.

3. Margie was so taken with the talent of certain writers that
she wrote them letters telling them how their writing affected her
which resulted in her befriending Studs Terkel and her meeting face
to face Joseph Heller, Robert Waller, and having a stimulating,
fascinating 3! year, 300-page correspondence with journalist and
Rolling Stone co-founder Ralph J. Gleason.

4. Margie’s father, Philip Sitrick, who lived in Davenport, lowa, visited Margie on weekends
and joined Beth Or and, in the early years of the congregation, sang the Kiddush there on Friday
evenings. Rabbi Friedman used Margie’s father’s yad (Torah pointer) during the entire time he was
at Beth Or. Margie would regularly take the yad home every year during the High Holidays, polish
it, and then hang it back on the Torah for use at the next service.

But of all the exciting things that have happened in her life Margie says, “the most prized and
precious are my 3 children and 5 grandchildren. | am so blessed to have them.”

Margie wants everyone to know that she will never leave Kol Hadash. “When | walk into one of
our services or events, | feel at home. These are my people and this is my congregation, and there
won’t be another one for me even though there is one only a few blocks from where | live. It
doesn’t matter.”
