As they developed a fifth alternative in Jewish life, Secular Humanistic Judaism, they were ahead of their
time, as this survey confirms:

Welcoming intermarried families , including rabbinic officiation and co -officiation at weddings to provide
positive Jewish celebrations in hopes of encouraging Jewish choices in the future. How many intermarried
families in this survey not raising children with any Jewish identity were prenuptially rejected, creating
another barrier to a Jewish future? Why would you take your family back to people and a tradition that
rejected it?

Jewish self -identification , which encouraged anyone of Jewish background or who chose to be part of
the Jewish family to claim their birthright. We countthem i  n surveys, but are they really welcome in our
communities?

Alternative Jewish communities , led by lay people as well as professional leaders, that offered
everything from Jewish youth education and holiday celebrations to cultural programming, philosophical
exploration, and mutual support. From that one congregation, most major metropolitan areas today feature
a community affiliated with either the  Society for Humanistic Judaism or the Congress of Secular Jewish
Organizations.

Adapting Jewish culture to fit their secular beliefs. Maybe the reason increasing numbers refuse the
established Orthodox-Conservative-Reform choices is neither the quality of the music nor the enthusiasm of
the rabbi. Maybe it is the content of the Judaism . For college -educated professionals in the twenty -first
century, a Judaism built on contemporary science and philosophy that clearly distinguishes myth and history,
and whose liturgy clearly celebrates what humanity can do for itself in this world and this life, may resonate
better than Onot by might, not by power, but by My spirit.O (Zeh. 4:6).

Thanksgivukkah? Menurkey (turkeyshaped menorah)?If you Google CHanukkah and
Thanksgiving O youOll get a plethora of articles from every major media source,
including a very funny commentary by Stephen Colbert .

Many commentators have focused on the Oonce-in-a-lifetimeO angle N this event
wonOt be repeated for 079,000years,O or something to that effect. While it may be
true that the first day of Hanukkah has coincided with Thanksgiving only once before
(in 1888 according to some sources), the first night of Hanukkah (Jewish holidays
begin at sunset the preceding night ) will overlap with Hanukkah again in 2070, plenty
of time for our Sunday School students to experience Thanksgivukkah again!

You can do your own Internet research to learn how this fluke of the calendars
happened. The short answer is that the Jewish cale ndar makes adjustments
periodically by adding a leap month (Adar 1l) so that holi days donOt fall out of season. So this is the earliest
that Hanukkah will be. By the way, thereOs a leap month this year, so Passover will move back to its rightful
spot in mid-April.

Given that food is a big part of most Jewish holidays, Thanksgiving and Hanukkah were made for each
other; the menu options abound: challah -stuffed turkey, sweet potato latkes or kugel, pecan pie rugelach,
and pumpkin sufganiyot (doughnuts)! ThereOs also an interesting overlap in the underlying stories N both
about peoples pursuing for their religious freedom.

ItOs time for the Jewish world to support Jewish options that speak directly and honestly to these secular
Jews. Trying to convince them they really should believe what they do not believe will not work. Neither will
telling them to recite traditional words with whose v alues and content they do not agree. A creative and
dynamic Reform Rabbi who still insists on active belief in a personal God in services, Sunday School and
sermons will not meet their needs; they will choose Onone of the above,O as many already have.

Give secular, cultural and Humanistic Jews the right to be who we are  Bwe are good for the Jewish
people. To the more religiously inclined, a Judaism for secular Jews may seem paradoxical. But not to the
philosophically secular Jews themselves: Ooff-the-derechO exOrthodox, secular Israelis, Russians, the
intermarried and adult children of intermarriage, and anyone who believes in both being Jewish and the
power and responsibility of people to life their lives independent of supernatural authority.

A successfil American Judaism must widen the tent to include OJewish by culture.O Supporting
communities for this growing Jewish population strengthens the American Jewish community.
